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The Eucharist is the source and summit of the whole Christian life. The feast of Corpus Christi is a celebration of 
Christ’s Real Presence in the Eucharist. It parallels the celebration on Holy Thursday in commemoration of the 
institution of this sacrament. When the Eucharist is carried through the streets in solemn procession, the Christian 
people give public witness of their faith and devotion toward the sacrament of the Eucharist.  The Corpus Christi 
procession is not a walking to the Lord, to the Eucharistic celebration; it is a walking with the Lord; it is itself an 
element of the Eucharistic celebration, one dimension of the Eucharistic event. The Lord who has become our 
bread is thus showing us the way, is in fact our way, He leads us.  

On Sunday, June 18th Holy Family Celebrated this beautiful feast with readings, music and a procession that included stops at four 
outside altars.  Over 60 people joined the Fr. Thomas, Fr. Krzys, Fr. Fred and Fr. Artur in this “walking with the Lord”.
