LITURGY TALKS
Dr. Suzanne Guerin Herold, M.A., M. Phil recently earned a Ph.D.
in Liturgical Studies and Sacramental Theology from The Catholic
University of America. Suzanne’s doctoral dissertation explored the
evolution of the role of relics in the Rite of Dedication of a Church
and an Altar. A resident of Florham Park, Suzanne will be joining
us this fall to share insights into the liturgical life of Church with
our parish.

In September Dr. Herold will present “Constantinople, Chaucer,
and Compostela: Pilgrimage in the Christian World.” From the
fourth century pilgrim Egeria to the medieval travelers on the path
to Canterbury, This talk will explore the evolution of pilgrimages in
the Christian tradition. It will delve into the motivations of pilgrims
throughout the ages, discuss pilgrimage destinations, and offer in-
sight into the value of pilgrimage in contemporary Christian life.

In October Suzanne will offer “Call Me, Maybe: Communicating
with God and the Sanctification of Time.” This presentation will
center on the Liturgy of the Hours, tracing the development of the
Hours as communal and monastic prayer. We will then examine
various types of prayer in Catholic life and how our understandings
of time can be influence by prayer.

In November Dr. Herold will share a look into the Church’s liturgi-
cal year, “Holy Days and Holidays.” As we prepare for Advent,
this presentation will include a discussion of the Church’s liturgical
calendar, colors, the celebration of feast days, and the pre-eminence
of the celebration of the Paschal Mystery of Christ in the liturgical
year.

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Reflection by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson

One fine day this past June, I spotted my neighbor energetical-
ly digging a narrow bow-shaped trench on her front lawn. She
and her husband later added a layer of good topsoil in the dig
in preparation for planting a beautiful array of flowers. I com-
plimented them on their new garden, and then the lady of the
house volunteered that whenever her family visited some one
of them always remarked: “Everything’s too green here. You
should add some color.” Family members can sometimes be

too outspoken to the point of being hurtful.

As I thought about this weekend’s Scripture Readings that
incident came to mind. I got to thinking about another place
where we need color. I refer to skin color and the composition
of our holy Church. As James Joyce wrote in “Finnegan’s

Wake”: “Catholic means here comes everybody.”

The main point of our First Reading and the Gospel (usually
thematically joined) is that no one is to be excluded from
God’s kingdom. All people—all-are called to “proclaim the
praises of the Lord and confess His holy name.” Putting it
another way, no ethnic or religious group has exclusive right

to the kingdom. For some of us, that is a hard saying.

Why ever do some of us hold on to such thinking when deep
down in our gut we know we are wrong? We forget that such
prejudice is bound to be on the agenda of our appointment
with God on our private judgment day. Why act for the prose-

cution?

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Research, books, plays and movies have dealt with racial
prejudice. In the United States, the same thinking about
slavery, for example, as that of ancient societies. In other
countries prejudice is rooted in a caste system. All of it
must sadden our Holy Redeemer. Yet He is our main
source of strength in ridding ourselves of racial preju-
dice. He knows that no Christian is strong enough to carry

a cross and a prejudice at the same time.

First Reading: Isaiah 66:18-21

Foreigners (Gentiles) will eventually be at home in
the Temple, which is God’s house. They will even
join the ranks of the priesthood, making for a radical
announcement that closes out the Book of Isaiah.

Second Reading: Hebrews 12:5-7, 11-13

The author makes clear that pain and suffering are
part of the human condition. Discipline only seems to
be a cause of pain. Only later, does a person realize
that discipline “brings the peaceful fruit of righteous-
ness.”

Gospel: Luke 13:22-30

Luke’s overall theme is Jesus’ journey to Jerusa-
lem. Here he has Jesus teaching along the way that
all people are welcome to the heavenly ban-

quet. Just so, all people are called to repentance.

Program Helping Young Adults with Special Needs

The Department for Persons with Disabilities is proud to an-
nounce the fall opening of their Saturdays at the Center Pro-
gram. DPD is a nonprofit, Catholic Charities organization in
the Diocese of Paterson that provides support for individuals
with intellectual and developmental disabilities and their fam-
ilies.
